Financial Assistance

IRAP provides non-repayable contributions
to Canadian SMEs on a cost-shared
basis for research.



Financial Assistance

IRAP funding can support:
R&D Projects

—In house labour costs

— Subcontractor labour costs



Financial Assistance

IRAP funding can contribute:
50% to subcontracted R&D salaries
50% of In-house salaries

Materials, capital, depreciation, travel,
rental/lease not eligible for support.

Careful of stacking rule!



Financial Assistance

Youth Projects

Can contribute up to $15,000 for a recent
post secondary graduate (under 30 years
of age) for a period of up to one year

This can be a graduate student working
collaboratively with a mine
